January 21, 2010, event

On January 21, the Northern Nevada 2010 Census Campaign was launched at a press event held
at the Boys & Girls Club of Truckee Meadows. A similar event took place that afternoon in Las
Vegas. The events were meant to deliver a clear and cohesive message meaningful to Nevadans.

The WC2010 PR Subcommittee organized the event. Others who assisted included Nicole Willis-
Grimes, Ferraro Group, Pam duPre and Nicole Lamboley, Office of the Secretary of State.

Member Mike Wurm and his staff hosted the event and asked the kids at the club to create a work
of art centered on the theme “We All Count” that provided a setting to illustrate our message.

The program included Nevada Secretary of State Ross Miller, Regional Planning Governing Board
Chairman/Washoe County Commissioner John Breternitz, Sparks Mayor Geno Martini, Reno Vice-
Mayor Sharon Zadra and David Byerman, Chief Liaison for Nevada from the U.S. Census Bureau.

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de Nevada and La Voz Hispana. A video was viewed at the event, produced by City of Reno’s
Sharon Spangler and KPS3’s Jill O’Driscoll, that featured the Love Family (grandparents Emma
and David and their 5 grandchildren) who shared their story about how the programs and services
they receive from the Boys & Girls Club make a difference in their lives, and how the programs
provided by the Boys and Girls Club are provided by the federal government based on population
counts.

“Portrait of America’ Road Tour

The 2010 Census Portrait of America Road Tour made a stop in the Reno/Sparks area on January
28, at Legends at Sparks Marina from noon to 3 p.m. Michael Moreno, Chair of the WC2010,
and other community leaders provided important outreach messaging to the public attending the
event.

The national road tour was launched from New York City’s Times Square on January 4, and is
making its way across America. During the next four months, the tour will be a part of the largest
civic outreach and awareness campaign in U.S. history - stopping and exhibiting at more than 800
events nationwide, including the Super Bowl and NCAA Final Four.

The road tour brings the benefits of participating in the 2010 Census to life through a visual,
interactive representation of the 10-question census form. The census bus, nicknamed “Mail It
Back,” was open to the public for the three hours it was stationed at Legends.

WC2010 PUBLIC RELATIONS SUBCOMMITTEE REPORT

As you know, nonprofits and their clients benefit substantially from the Census through more
representation in government and the millions in federal dollars allocated to Nevada for senior
centers, healthcare, education and food programs, new housing and road construction, and
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grants for human service and community needs. Nevada stands to loose close to $1,000 for every
person in the state not counted in the Census ($10,000 each until the next Census in 2020). We know
that Nevada gets back a smaller portion of the federal taxes paid than most of the rest of the nation.

The 2010 Census includes only 10 questions and takes about 10 minutes to complete. Census
information is also kept confidential and not shared with law enforcement, immigration or other
agencies.

Patty: please allow this email to serve as my report and include this in the meeting packet.
Please note that as of tomorrow, February 4th, Salve Spensko-Edelman is no longer with
the Census Bureau and should be removed from future requests for updates.

Here are important developments from my team:

The March to the Mailbox program will be a major nationwide mobilization, emphasizing
grassroots outreach on a tract-by-tract basis. The Census Bureau will provide major
support, in terms of promotional materials and up to three clerks per Local Census

Office that can work directly with the Washoe Counts 2010 Committee. (Indeed, if space is
available, the clerks can work in a place designated by the WC2010.) It is the Census
Bureau's hope that this program will peak on April 10th, though earlier events are also
possible. A promotional brochure about this grassroots outreach will be released soon and
I'll send it along as soon as | receive it. If committee members know of potential applicants
who have event planning experience and would be interested in a $10.50 per hour position
for two months, please have them contact the Census Jobs Hotline at 866-861-2010 to
ensure their availability to be selected.

The Road Tour stops in Northern Nevada were a success, thanks in no small part to the
help of the Washoe Counts 2010 Committee. The Road Tour stopped in Elko, Carson, and
Reno last week, and stops in Pahrump, Las Vegas, North Las Vegas, and Henderson this
week.

Live participation rates will be made available to local Complete Count Committees
beginning March 22nd. | was recently informed that these rates will be broken down by
state, county, city, and now even by census tract, live and in real time. We encourage local
governments to use these figures, updated live, to stimulate competition and to focus
outreach efforts on hard to enumerate communities. I'll be providing more detail on exactly
what information will be shared and in what format as soon as | have it. | am hoping they
will syndicate this data in a way that local partners and post maps or data on their own
websites, live, and in real time.

On February 12th, | will be testifying before the State Legislature's Reapportionment and
Redistricting Committee, as will Secretary of State Ross Miller. This committee is making
plans for redistricting of the state legislature and to draw the new Congressional districts
that will result from the 2010 Census count.

On February 22nd, Secretary of Commerce Gary Locke will be visiting Nevada to discuss
the foreclosure crisis and how it impacts the Census count. The details on this visit are still
TBD, but the press conference will presumably take place in Las Vegas at 1PM.

The Ten Questions, Ten Minutes, Ten Families series of vignettes continues. Kudos to
KPS3 and the WC2010 PR Subcommittee for the leadership they showed in developing the
first Northern Nevada video. The SNC2010 committee is shooting footage for its second
video (the third video statewide) and plan to release that video on February 12th, perhaps
at a media availability related to the Reapportionment and Redistricting Committee meeting
referenced above. These videos are being posted to YouTube and are available for viewing
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on the statewide campaign website.

The Statewide Campaign is going quite well. The state website www.nevadacensus2010.com is
up and running as is a robust presence on Facebook (search "Nevada Census 2010™). Weber
Shandwick is currently working on creative for the paid advertising component of the campaign.
As you know, Ferraro Group representatives are planning to attend CCC meetings whenever
possible in the months to come to keep abreast of local outreach effort and to figure out ways to
complement local campaign elements.

I will be in attendance at WC2010's meeting of February 10th and look forward to augmenting this
report with the most recent updates.
