SUBJECT: PUBLIC HEARING - Consideration and possible action to sponsor a
Regional Plan amendment (RPA 08-01) to move property owned by Brad

and Sharon Stanley from Washoe County TMSA to Reno TMSA and Rural
Development Area (RDA). (AGENDA ITEM 5.C)

This staff report provides information and process requirements for the RPGB to consider
sponsorship of a proposed Regional Plan amendment that, if adopted, will amend the Truckee
Meadows Service Areas (TMSA).
BACKGROUND

Subsection 7 of Nevada Revised Statutes (NRS) 278.0272 describes the bodies that can amend
the Regional Plan. These include the RPC, the Regional Planning Governing Board (RPGB), or
a local governing body (Reno, Sparks, or Washoe County). Members of the public have the right
at any time to petition any of the three local governments, the RPC, or the RPGB for amendments
to the Regional Plan.

On December 12, 2007, the RPGB took action to adopt resolution 07-30 which revised the Truckee
Meadows Service Areas (TMSA) boundary as requested by the applicants Brad and Sharon Stanley
case number TMSA 07-004. In addition to adopting this resolution staff from all jurisdictions
requested that the RPGB sponsor a subsequent amendment to move the property owned by Brad
and Sharon Stanley from Washoe County’s portion of the TMSA to the City of Reno’s portion of
the TMSA and the Rural Development Area (RDA). An RPGB commitment to sponsor does not
predetermine the outcome of the RPGB’s consideration of a proposed regional plan amendment.

The Stanleys are currently working on a Boundary Line Adjustment (BLA) with Washoe County
staff. The Stanleys have unofficially indicated that they are intending to create 2 -+5 acre parcels
and one thirty acre parcel. Therefore, the proposed amendment will move two acre parcels to
the rural development area and the remaining +30 acre parcel to the City of Reno’s portion of the
TMSA. Essentially, the proposed amendment seeks to eliminate the county service island and
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provide for a logical and efficient provision of infastructure and services. A flowchart detailing the
Stanley amendment process has been included as attachment 1 of this staff report.
RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommend the RPGB sponsor the amendment as described in this staff report and direct staff
to initiate the Regional Plan amendment process once the BLA has been finalized.

Suggested motion:

I move to sponsor the amendment as described in this staff report to transfer property owned by
Brad and Sharon Stanley from Washoe County’s portion of the TMSA to both the City of Reno’s
portion of the TMSA and the Rural Development Area and direct staff to initiate the Regional Plan
amendment process once the boundary line adjustment has been competed.
